The BART bus system provides service 

Monday through Saturday “Around the Bay.” This 
brochure details our Saturday schedule. Look for our 
weekday brochure for schedules for Monday through 
Friday service or call 682-9664. 
 

On Saturday, the bus runs in the City of Ashland from 
9 am to 5 pm.  ASHLAND City Bus is an on-demand 
service that requires passengers to call the BART 

dispatcher (from 8:30 am - 5 pm) for all pick-up locations 
except WalMart, SuperOne, Ashland Senior Center, 
and Memorial Medical Center.  Call 682-9664 to 

arrange your ride at locations other than those listed 
above. For information about BART passes see our 

weekday brochure. Passes are honored on Saturdays. 
 

RED CLIFF to ASHLAND bus is one of our route 

services and the schedule is different on Saturdays. 
BART runs from Red Cliff to Ashland and back only 

three times on Saturdays. A transfer from the route 
bus to the Ashland City Bus may be made at 
SuperOne.
